WHEREAS Ms. Young helped countless people ﬂnd shelter and affordable
housing at: tlmes when such opportumtles were scarce; and ‘

WHEREAS Ms. Young and Mr. D|xon rented homes to people at. reasonable
rates, enabling them to save money and pu_rchase their own homes; and o

WHEREAS,.Ms. Young retired from the Electrolux Corporatlon'of Old Greenwich
in 1982 and has been an active member of the Bethel A.M.E. Church on Fairfield

Avenue in Stamford since 1940; and
WHEREAS, Ms. Young recently celebrated her 90th b!r‘thday and is well-loved by
a multitude of family members and friends, many of whom reside in Stamford.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 28™ BOARD OF

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it waives the reqguirement of Section 21-1 of the Code of Ordinances mandating that
any street be named after persons who have been deceased for at least six months
