¥R. MORRIS (Republican, 16th District) said he does not feel he can vote in favor
of the appropriation for the reason that befors thia Board is still the question
of the referandum and whether it is popular or unpopular with ths Board members
makes no difference. He seld a Committee should be appointed and the results
should come back in sbout 30 days. He said he believed that the over 6,000 people
who aigned the petition to have a vote on the referendum and he feels they have
this right, He said: "I respect all minoxities and I fesl that to appropriate
this money now is a move to circumvent the law, at least morally and believe they
should have the right to take it to a referendum.”

MR, ROGERS sald he belleves, as Mr. Ketcham has stated, that the 7th Board of Rep-
resentatives approved this Plan and this Board is not here to debate the Plan,
but merely the feasibility of approving the appropriation to implement what has
already baen voted upon and approved. He said 'ie belleves to leave this "high
and dry would be the beight of legislative irresponsibility” in view of the fact
that both the Republicans and Democrats ranm on & platform specifically in favor
of urban renewnl and you can’t get out of it no matter how hard you try.

THE PRESIDENT: "Yes - to the Bth Commission, that's right. It has nothing to do
with the 7th Commission. Are thers any further questions?” .

A Board member asked if the Board must act the same night on the report from the
Tth Charter Revision Commission. ‘

THE PRESIDENT yeplied that the Board has a time problem under the Statutes that

requires that any changes or recommendations BACK to the Commission must be met
within a certain deadline.

MR, SHERMAN: "A point of information, Mr, President, This Board, sitting as a
Committee of the Whole =--- in the event that there are sbsent Committee memberxs,
as such, will they be permitted to be polled at a later time?"

It is
my understanding that Meadow Park Avenue North is shown as & through street onm all
City maps, yet there is a STONE BARRIER across the strest at one point, which hes
led to near catastrophes in the case of emergency vehicles being called to the

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ares in question. If they shoild unfortunately enter the wrong section of the
Street, they cannot get through end must be directed around to the other portiom.
There is no through access. It seems inconceivable to me that this condition

should existy and I would hope that this will be referred to the Public Works
Committee for action.”

I3 .RUSSELL said he would like to anawer that. He said there are roads of record
on the map, even though they don't exist and in many cases & vehicle oannot evenm
travel on them,"This is the offioial oity map which involves this, and unfortune
ately sub-sequent maps that are made by many companies and banks around town
copy these mapa. I think it should be pointed out, and I mentioned it before,
that roads that don't go through should be designated by a dotted line as being
propesed maybe, but not really existing, I think this is very important.”

THE PRESIDENT said he would like to remark before the meeting adjourns, that
tonight has been the largest turn-out for a Board meeting that he has ever ssen,
He said he would personally like to thank each sad every member of this Board
for their cooperation and conduct of the meeting. Ho said everyone was given an

anpleh:pportunlty to be heard and express their views and the meeting went very
smoothly.
