Rep. Loglisci stated that the Committee approved thiswith a few provisos, including that this should
be subject to the Police Department appearing before the Committee; the Committee wantsreports
to the Board of Representatives on the results of this program; and that teachers and parents had
involvement in this program.

Rep. Day stated that it isdifficult to say anything against a program likethis because it hasto do
with education, policeand it isa" grant" soit isperceived to be free money, but he was not pleased
with the way the program was explained, it was not well-explained; it was a last-minutes proposal
with a deadline. Rep. Day stated that this program talks about a sophisticated analysis and includes
spending a consider able amount of money, which, in his opinion, involves a sear ch for complicated
answer sto what appearsto be smple questions. Rep. Day stated that incidents of crimein the
schoolsdon’t, in hisopinion, call for expensive analysis—they are what they are. Rep. Day stated
that we know what’s going on and we don’t need expertsto tell us, and thereisalikelihood that this
study isgoing to ultimately be of interest only to those who are conducting it. Rep. Day concluded by
saying that having said the above, and in the faint hope that something good will come of it, and
becauseit isgrant funded, he will reluctantly support it.

Chair Nakian stated that this matter involves a donation of 44 acres of land in Stamford along the
Mianus Gorge River which was donated by Paula Rockefeller to the Mianus Gor ge Preserve, a non-
for-profit land preservation organization which holds approximately 770 acres of land for

conser vation purposes along the Connecticut-New York border. She stated that, in some cases, this
land is also contiguousto the Blake Coleman property that was purchased by the City through some
deal with the State. Chair Nakian stated that the deed wastransferred to the Mianus Gor ge Preserve
in December of 1997, and wasfiled by the attorneysfor Ms. Rockefeller on December 30, 1997. The
Mianus Gor ge Preserve made many attemptsin theintervening period to ascertain the status of that
land transfer, and they never got an answer from the attorneys until August 11, 1999 when they
received a letter saying that the deed had been filed.

Chair Nakian stated that the problem with approving the tax abatement, and while everyone agr ees
thisisaworthy organization, and it isthe kind of tax abatement that would easily go through had it
taken place within the proper time frame, the City ordinance states that an organization hasto come
before the Board of Representatives within 6 months of the date of the acquisition of the property in
order for the Board to consider it. Chair Nakian stated that there was much discussion in Committee
on thisissue, and the Committee voted 5-1-0 that the land preserve deserved a tax abatement. The
problem isin trying to figureout away it can be done, and in trying to write the ordinancefor this,
she couldn’t figure out how thisBoard could bend itsown ordinance to provide for something that
was a value judgment, and then not have to make the same judgment for any other organization that
comes before uswith other extenuating circumstances. Chair Nakian stated that, bearing in mind
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that the Committee voted 5-1-0 in favor of the ordinance, she stated that the Board should consider
very carefully the precedent that this Board would be setting if it grantsthistax abatement. Rep.
Nakian moved theitem; said motion was seconded.

Rep. Maclnnis stated that he was the sole individual that voted against this ordinance, and he did so
for a number of reasons. Rep. Maclnnis stated that this Board should not be determining what City
ordinances will be enforced or to what degree, and thisfrustratesthe entire legisative process. He
stated that it seemsthat iswasn’t too many months ago that this Board amended this ordinance. He
added that the ordinance clearly statesthat thereisa six-month time frame from the date of
acquisition. Rep. Maclnnisbelievesit is bad public policy and sets a very bad precedent and could
hurt the city in the future to approve this, and he will vote against this. Rep. Maclnnisurged his
colleagues to vote against this ordinance.

Rep. Boccuzzi stated that he agreeswith Rep. Maclnnisand his position has nothing to do with the
Mianus Gor ge Preserve but with the fact that if thisBoard has an ordinance, it should go by what it
enacts. He stated that when we start bending rules, what we are saying isthat we will sit and judge
any further applicant who happensnot to comein at theright time. Rep. Boccuzzi stated he feels
sorry for the applicant, but that he will go by the ordinance.

Rep. Day stated that the value of any ordinanceisthat it isthereto provide guidance to people so
that they know what actionsto take. Rep. Day added that thisisa peculiar circumstancein which the
party in question and had no ability to be guided by the ordinance. Rep. Day feelsthat the wor st
public policy herewould beto deny relief to Mianus Gorge, and he does not think it sendsavery
good message to the community. He added that asfar as" sitting in judgment,” he questioned how
many times thiswould likely to occur, and added that he, asa member of the Legislative & Rules
Committee, would be willing to evaluate the few casesthat arise and be confident that, asa
Committee, memberswould not act arbitrarily or inappropriately. Rep. Day stated that thereason
for theruleisto supply notice, and that thereason for the rule does not apply in this case, which is
why he supports making an exception. Rep. Day does not feel it isbad public policy nor does he feel
it will set a precedent.

Rep. Summerville stated that sherespects Rep. Day’s decision, but that thisissimply a matter of
what isright and what iswrong and that there are no exceptions when it comesto the law. Rep.
Summer ville added that those who sit on this Board and deliber ate and pass or dinancesto the best of
our ability, makethelaws. Rep. Summerville stated that she differswith Rep. Day when he saysthe
Mianus Gorge Preserve did not know, in 1997, when it was done, that there were lawyer sinvolved.
Rep. Summerville stated that lawyer s should know what therulesare, and if they makean error,
they will oftentimes pay for it. Rep. Summerville stated, however, that thisisnot the question before
thisBoard —what the merits of this particular situation are. Before this Board iswhether this
abatement can belegally enacted, and it isas clear asday that thisBoard cannot do it according to
thelaw that it has established. Rep. Summerville stated that it isunfortunate for thisparticular
group, but they are not an exception —nor isanyone elsein this City —to the laws that we make.

Rep. Lyons added that there are clear and concise statutory time requirementsthat need to be met
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for the tax abatement granting, and they were not met in this case -- whether it be through the fault
of legal counsdl, the fault of the personswho donated theland, or the fault of the per sons who took
title of the property. Rep. Lyons stated that it isnot our fault that they were not made awar e of this
provision through their outside legal council. Rep. Lyons urged that the Board stick to the ordinance
and vote accordingly.

Rep. Martin stated that heisgoing to votein favor of the ordinance and thinksthat reasonable
people can disagree on this because he does not seethe public good that isfurthered by denying this.
Rep. Martin stated that the or dinance specifies procedure and guidance and it isa law. What we are
asking to do hereisto passanother law, and thisBoard is entitled to pass another law with regard to
this matter, and people can take exception to this. However, this new ordinanceis a changein the
law, it isnot violating the law, thereis nothing wrong about it, and every time we pass an ordinance,
we changethelaws. Rep. Martin said that nevertheless, he does under stand the need to keep some
laws constant, but he disagrees with hisfellow representatives.

Rep. Summerville statesthat it isn’t as simple as passing alaw. L aws are made and passed by this
Board in a proper form. ThisBoard doesn’t sit and change or dinances when we have public
hearings, whatever the law is, thereisa procedure. Rep. Summerville stated that if the Board wasto
votein favor of thislaw tonight, it would not be following the proper procedureto changethelaw, in
her opinion.

Rep. Biancardi moved the question; said motion was seconded and approved by unanimous voice
vote.

President Domonkos stated a majority of present and voting member s would be needed to approve
thisordinance. Rep. Biancardi requested aroll call vote. Clerk of the Summerville called theroll;
said results are attached hereto and made a part hereof. The motion failed by a vote of 28-9-1.

Del.uca stated that thisreally doesn’t make good
business sensein that the organizationsthat have the M onday tour naments have been having
problems guaranteeing 72 people. If they are having a difficult time meeting 72, why would they
want toincreaseit to 84? Rep. Martin stated that to try to get 84 people, there may actually be less
tour naments, and he recommendsthat the Boar ds should make the 72 minimum contingent upon the

Chair Fedeli stated that during discussion this matter came up, and it was the Commission’s view
that when they do book a tournament, the entire courseis booked, and by their increasing the
number, the revenue will be increased — not decr eased — because they will get the fair amount that
they should be getting for the entire course for that particular time.

Rep. Lyons stated that they are only talking about three extra four somes, and he sees no major
implicationsin increasing it, and in fact questions why the City shouldn’t bring it even higher. Rep.

Rep. Zelinsky pointed out that there are several charitable organizationsin the City of Stamford that
usethe Golf coursesasmajor fund raisers. Asan example, Rep. Zelinsky cited the Red Cross and the
Rehabilitation Center of Southwestern Fairfield County. Rep. Zelinsky believed it would be
detrimental to these organizations, and he agreed with Rep. Del uca.

The amendment was approved by voice vote with Reps. Spandow, Martin, Nakian, Lyons, Skigen,
Macl nnis, Gasparrini, White, Poltrack, Fedeli, Domonkos, Summerville and Fortunato opposed.

$18 on weekdays. Thisisa $10 decrease from the current rates. Rep. Del uca stated thiswould help
E. Gaynor Brennan immensely, and he does not want to seea similar situation (such as Smith House)
wherethe facility loses money and is sold or privatized. Said motion was seconded;
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Rep. Lyons stated that the previous debate centered around decreasing the number of tour nament
slotsfrom 84 to 72, which would have increased revenue at the cour se; now, in the next amendment,
the proposal isfor decreasing user fees, which has caused reduced revenuesto begin with. Rep.

Chair Nakian reported that the Special Revaluation Committee met on Wednesday, December 8,
1999 with the Board of Finance. Present were Reps. Nakian, Loglisci and Martin with Reps. Fedeli
and Spandow excused. Also present from the Board of Financewas Ms. Rinaldi, Mr. Fox, Ms.
Powers, Mr. Callion and Mr. Tarzia. Thomas Hamilton, William Forker, and Frank Kirwin from
the City; Steven Hazzard, the president of Sabre Systems and James M oran, the president of Moran
& Associations wer e also present.

1. REVIEW; of status of City revaluation MADE
Chair Nakian stated that Mr. Hamilton gave a very complete outline of the revaluation. Chair
Nakian stated that the entire outline is on the website. In addition, Chair Nakian issued a shorter
report of pointsnot covered in Mr. Hamilton’s document. These have also been posted on the
website. Chair Nakian commented that in today’s paper, there have been approximately 400
requestsfor appeals, as opposed to 2,000 during the last revaluation. Chair Nakian stated that the
caretaken in thisrevaluation will pay off in fewer appeals and better retention rate of the valuesfor
the City. Chair Nakian stated that Mr. Hamilton hasrequested one more meeting with the
Committee after the appeals have been done. At that time a final report will be issued.

Rep. Zelinsky stated he hasread thereport. He stated that several of his constituents are not happy
with the way the revaluation was done. He said that people who have attended appeals have told him
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that the company simply took the sale of homeswithin the City of Stamford (approximately 2,000
homes) and calculated figures based on those to match with each individual homeowner. The
homeowner s stated they were ssmply driving by the homes being appraised. Rep. Zelinsky stated that
in hisdistrict, which isan old established neighbor hood, according to Mr. Hamilton’s chart, the
highest increase affects approximately 12% of the Stamford residentsor 1,000 homeowners, and
these individuals will receive a 32% increase. Rep. Zelinsky’sdistrict contains people who have been
increased 36%, 40% and as high as45%. Theseindividuals do not live on thewater or in arich area
of the community, and many of these people may be appealing. Rep. Zelinsky added, for therecord,
that heisalittle bit dissatisfied. Rep. Zelinsky stated that the map provided by Mr. Hamilton in his
report, which was very well done, showed that the maximum increase for hisdistrict would be 26%
and a neighboring district showed a -4%. Therefore, Rep. Zelinsky doesn’t under stand where they
came up with 36% and 40% increases.

Rep. Zelinsky stated that representatives can help their constituents by looking at the differences
between 1993 and 1999 and calculate the difference, they can see what the percentageis. Even
though the mill rate will be decreased — from .28 to .22, it is still based on assessment. If the
assessment is going to be 45% more, they are going to have to pay mor e taxes, and they won't realize
thisuntil they get their tax bill.
