Here are the Park Regulations with all amendments, as passed by the Parks & Recreation Commission on March 18, 2009.

 

As I understand it, the following needs to be done in order to make them enforceable:

 

   1) They must be ratified by the Board of Representatives as a BOR Resolution;

 

   2) The Board of Representatives also needs to amend Ordinance 175-2 which currently provides as follows:

Sec. 175-2.  Violations and penalties.
Any person violating any regulation which was adopted in accordance with § 175-1 hereinabove shall be subject to a fine not to exceed ninety dollars ($90.). Each such violation and each such day that such violation shall continue shall be considered a separate violation and subject to a separate fine.
This is based on old statutory language which originally limited the fine to $90.  It has since been changed by the State to $250.  The revision should request the following language: "...shall be subject to a fine not to exceed the maximum fine for a municipal violation provided by Section 51-164p of the Connecticut General Statutes as now enacted or hereafter amended."

 

   3) Following passage by the Board of Representatives, publication in The Advocate is required.
