PROPOSED ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTAL

CONCERNING MOTOR VEHICLE TOWING FEES 

Be it ordained by the City of Stamford that Chapter 231, Article V, Sections  231-54 and 231-55, of the City of Stamford Code of Ordinances are hereby repealed and the following shall replace said Sections:

ARTICLE VII.  TOWING FEES

(231-54  Administrative towing fee.

Whenever a vehicle is towed in the City of Stamford, the tower shall collect from the owner of said vehicle, in addition to other charges required or authorized by law, an administrative fee of thirty-five ($35) dollars before the vehicle is released to its owner. The tower shall pay the administrative fee to the City of Stamford within fifteen (15) days of collection.  The towing fee shall be waived if a vehicle is towed: (a) as the result of an equipment failure, (b) not on behalf of the City of Stamford, or (c) as the result of an accident, the towing fee shall be waived for those persons who do not receive a citation.

(231-55  Towing registration fee.

 

Every tower which registers to tow vehicles in the City of Stamford shall pay an annual registration fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250).

This ordinance shall be effective upon enactment.
