PROPOSED ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTAL
CONCERNING A TAX ABATEMENT AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE CITY OF STAMFORD AND ST. JOHN URBAN REDEVELOPMENT CORPORATION THE TOWERS A, B AND C   

Whereas, the City is empowered to grant real property tax abatements for rental units used for low- and moderate-income persons or families under Chapter 220 of the Stamford Charter and Code of Ordinances, in accordance with the powers granted by Section 8-215 of the Connecticut General Statutes, which require that such abatements be passed by an ordinance; and 

Whereas, the St. John Urban Redevelopment Corporation (“St. John”) owns rental properties located at 873 Washington Boulevard (“Tower A”), 109 Tresser Boulevard (“Tower B”) and 133 Tresser Boulevard (“Tower C”), Stamford, CT; and 
Whereas, St. John is selling Tower A to Lowe Enterprises, Inc. or a Lowe affiliate; and

Whereas, In connection with said sale of Tower A, St. John is seeking the City’s approval of its request for 100% abatement of real property taxes due and owing for Tower A (only until such time as it is sold to Lowe or a Lowe affiliated or upon other conditions set forth in the proposed Tax Abatement Agreement between the parties) and Towers B and C for a term of thirty (30) years in order to preserve 240 units of affordable housing for low- and moderate-income persons and families; and  
Whereas, it is in the best interests of the City to support initiatives to increase or preserve affordable rental housing in Stamford for low- and moderate-income persons and families; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

1. The City hereby grants an abatement of one hundred percent (100%) of all real property taxes assessed on Tower A, B and C in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the Tax Abatement Agreement, which is incorporated herein by reference.
2. The Mayor of the City of Stamford is hereby authorized and empowered to act for and on behalf of the City of Stamford, to execute and deliver all documents he deems necessary or desirable and to take all other actions and measures he deems necessary and desirable concerning this transaction and the abatement of said taxes for such purposes.

ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 47-42

OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES CONCERNING 
EMPLOYEE BENEFITS FOR SALARIED
ELECTED AND APPOINTED

OFFICIALS, NON-UNION EMPLOYEES AND

APPOINTED EMPLOYEES

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

Chapter 47-42 of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 47-42.  MEDICAL INSURANCE

 

The City agrees to provide medical benefits for each covered employee. The health insurance benefits (including vision and dental) will be effective on the first of the month following the employee’s date of appointment. These benefits will be consistent with those offered as part of the MAA contract in effect. Employees shall be required to make contributions, pursuant to Internal Revenue Code Sec.125, to offset health insurance premiums by means of a pre-tax payroll deduction consistent with the MAA contract in effect at the time of coverage.

 
All employees covered by the City of Stamford Pay Plan for Non-Union, appointed and Elected Officials except Clerk of the Works I and Clerk of the Works II shall received medical benefits consistent with those offered as part of the MAA contract as amended, including employee contributions, at any time after the employee has terminated from city employment, provided that the employee or former employee shall have attained age sixty (60) and ten (10) years of service or age fifty-eight (58) and fifteen (15) years of service.  Written requests to enroll in those benefits shall be made in writing to the Director of Human Resources.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTAL

AMENDING CHAPTER 231, ARTICLE I,

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS,

SECTION 231-7.A., PARKING VIOLATION PENALTIES,

TO INCREASE THE FINES FOR PARKING IN A HANDICAPPED SPACE WITHOUT A PERMIT

WHEREAS, the Code of Ordinances of the City of Stamford contains, in Chapter 231, a penalty of ninety dollars ($90.) for any violation of a Class IV parking regulation; and
WHEREAS, the Code of Ordinances of the City of Stamford, in Chapter 231, categorizes as a Class IV parking regulation the parking of a motor vehicle in a handicapped space without a permit; and 

WHEREAS, the State General Assembly has passed Public Act 2007-52, which increases the fines for parking in a handicapped space without a permit to one hundred fifty dollars for a first violation, and for a subsequent violation, a fine of two hundred fifty dollars; and

WHEREAS, in order to be consistent with Public Act 2007-52, the City of Stamford must amend Chapter 231 of its Code of Ordinances accordingly,
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

Chapter 231, Article I, Section 231-7.A, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by the following.

Sec. 231-7.  Parking violation penalties.

A.
Penalties for violations of this Article are as follows:

(1)
A fine of fifteen dollars ($15.) for parking meter violations or for overtime parking where posted.

(2)
A fine of thirty-five dollars ($35.) for a violation of any Class II parking regulation.

(3)
A fine of fifty-five dollars ($55.) for any violation of a Class III parking regulation.

(4)
A fine of ninety dollars ($90.) for any violation of a Class IV parking regulation[.], except that parking in a handicapped space, marked in accordance with state law, without a permit shall be subject to a fine of one hundred fifty dollars.

This ordinance shall take effect upon enactment.
