PROPOSED ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTAL

CONCERNING A TAX ABATEMENT AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE CITY OF STAMFORD AND THE FAIRFIELD COURT LIMITED PARTNERSHIP FOR THE FAIRFIELD COURT REVITALIZATION   

Whereas, the City is empowered to grant real property tax abatements for rental units used for low- and moderate-income persons or families under Chapter 220 of the Stamford Charter and Code of Ordinances, in accordance with the powers granted by Section 8-215 of the Connecticut General Statutes, which require that such abatements be passed by an ordinance; and 

Whereas, the Housing Authority of the City of Stamford (“Authority”) owns land located at the northwest corner of Fairfield Avenue and Stillwater Avenue, Stamford, Connecticut, and shall ground lease said land to a Low Income Housing Tax Credit Limited Partnership called the “Fairfield Court Limited Partnership (“FCLP”)”, which shall construct a 90-unit rental housing complex to be known as the “Fairfield Court Revitalization” in which 55 apartments (“Apartments”) will be used as replacement housing for low- and moderate-income persons or families relocated from Fairfield Court; and 

Whereas, such Apartments shall be subject to a 99 year affordability period whereby said Apartments shall only be used for the housing of low- and moderate-income persons or families; and 

Whereas, FCLP is requesting that the City grant its request for an abatement of one hundred percent (100%) of all real property taxes assessed on the properties for a thirty (30) year period in order to construct and use said Apartments to provide rental housing for low- and moderate-income persons and families; and 

Whereas, it is in the best interests of the City and the health, safety and welfare of its residents to support the creation of additional units of affordable housing in Stamford that will be available as rental housing solely for low- and moderate-income persons and families; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

1. The City hereby grants an abatement of one hundred percent (100%) of all real property taxes assessed on the Apartments, as such taxes may vary from year to year, for a period of thirty (30) years, for the purposes described in the recitals above, provided FCLP satisfies all of the terms and conditions set forth in a certain Tax Abatement Agreement between the City and FCLP for Fairfield Court, which agreement is annexed hereto and made a part hereof.
2. The Mayor of the City of Stamford is hereby authorized and empowered to act for and on behalf of the City of Stamford, to execute and deliver all documents he deems necessary or desirable and to take all other actions and measures he deems necessary and desirable concerning this transaction and the abatement of said taxes for such purposes.     

This ordinance shall take effect upon its enactment.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTAL

AMENDING CHAPTER 137, ARTICLE I,

GENERAL REGULATIONS,

SECTION 137-2 “RESPONSIBILITY FOR COLLECTION,”

TO ELIMINATE BACKYARD TRASH COLLECTION

AND

AMENDING CHAPTER 137, ARTICLE IV, SEPARATION AND RECYCLING OF CERTAIN MATERIALS, SECTION 137-32 “COLLECTION OF SEPARATED MATERIALS,” TO ELIMINATE THE REQUIREMENT FOR CURBSIDE COLLECTION OF RECYCLABLE MATERIALS

WHEREAS, the City of Stamford established by Ordinance 753, adopted April 3, 1995, that the City of Stamford would collect trash from the backyards of residential dwellings; and
WHEREAS, the City of Stamford established by Ordinance 757, adopted May 1, 1995, that the City of Stamford would collect recyclable materials from the curbsides of residential dwellings; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Representatives believes it is no longer in the best interest of the City of Stamford to require the City’s Office of Operations to conduct backyard trash collection or curbside recyclable collection;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

Chapter 137, Article I, Section 137-2, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by the following.

Sec. 137-2.  Responsibility for collection.

A.
The City of Stamford shall collect or cause to be collected, at regular intervals established by the Director of Operations municipal solid waste from all residential dwellings within the City of Stamford presently or hereafter served by sanitary sewers, provided that:

(1)
The material is placed in a plastic bag and stored in a[ metallic can, or] container [of other substance] approved by the Director of Operations[, which metallic can or other approved container shall have a close-fitting cover, handles and be no more than 24 inches in diameter and 30 inches in height and weigh no more than 30 pounds when full].

(2)
Broken glass, needles and other sharp objects must be enclosed in puncture-proof containers or packaging[ prior to their placement in the plastic bags].

(3)
Said[ metallic can or other] approved container is[ located in the backyard of the building served, or another place specified by the homeowner where there is free, open and safe access to such other location,] placed in a location approved by the Director of Operations and such[ metallic can or other] approved container is not located below ground level nor more than 10 inches off the ground[ and within 50 feet of said building].

(4)
The shape, size and location of containers may change at the discretion of the Director of Operations[ with approval by the Board of Representatives by amendment to this Article], as new methods and equipment used for the collection of municipal solid waste become available to and are adopted by the Office of Operations.


B.
"Residential dwellings" shall be defined as all buildings occupied by individuals as their principal place of habitation. It is the intent of this definition to include private homes, condominiums, multiple-family dwellings and cooperatives, notwithstanding whether such residential dwellings are owner-occupied or occupied by a tenant.


C.
There shall be an annual city-wide pickup of leaves in accordance with a schedule established by the Director of Operations.


D.
The Director of Operations shall promulgate licensing and other regulations necessary to enforce this Article and to ensure sanitary practices in all operations.
E.  Where a household requires backyard collection of municipal solid waste due to a physical handicap or other hardship, as defined in rules and regulations to be developed by the Director of Operations, and approved by the Board of Representatives, such service shall be provided.
Chapter 137, Article IV, Section 137-32, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by the following.

Sec. 137-32.  Collection of separated materials.


A.
It shall be the responsibility of the city to provide collection of recyclable materials generated by all one-through four-family residential dwelling units, all residential cooperatives and all residential condominiums in all areas of the city, but excluding apartment complexes. Such recyclable materials shall be placed at[ the curbside or other designated] a location to be determined by the Director of Operations for collection in a manner and on a schedule to be determined by the Director of Operations.


[B.
Provisions shall be made for extra services which residential owners may obtain at extra costs. In particular, the city shall provide collection of recyclable materials that the resident places adjacent to his or her own residence or garage. Such collection shall be referred to as "backyard collection."

(2)
All other zoning districts shall be charged not more than three dollars ($3.) per month, except that R-D Zones shall be charged a fee corresponding to the RA-3, RA-2, RA-1, R-20 or R-10 Zone, whichever has the most similar density to the particular R-D Zone.



(3)
These fees may be increased on January 1, 1992, and annually thereafter, based on relative increases in the United States Government's Consumer Price Index since January 1, 1991. The Director of Operations shall determine how such fees are collected. The Director of Operations may use an outside contractor(s) to collect such fees.]


C.
Owners of business and commercial buildings, including apartments of more than four (4) dwelling units, shall make provisions for the collection and marketing of the recyclable material that they generate.


D.
Where a household requires backyard collection of recyclables due to a physical handicap or other hardship, as defined in the rules and regulations to be developed by the Director of Operations, and approved by the Board of Representatives,[ a fee waiver may be granted] such service shall be provided.

This ordinance shall take effect upon enactment.
