PROPOSED ORDINANCE 

AMENDING CHAPTER 114, DOWNTOWN SPECIAL SERVICES DISTRICT, SECTION 114-7(F) EXEMPT PROPERTIES, 

TO INCLUDE CONDOMINIUMS CLASSIFIED

AS “BELOW MARKET RATE DWELLING UNITS”
WHEREAS, the City of Stamford established by Ordinance 1041, adopted October 7, 1991, a Downtown Special Services District to promote the economic and general welfare of downtown residents and property owners; and

WHEREAS, said district was expanded by Ordinance 1048, adopted November 14, 2005, to include all residential condominium units in regard to which a declaration was filed on the land records of the City of Stamford on or prior to November 25, 2005; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of Stamford, to exempt from the DSSD assessment all residential condominium units classified as “Below Market Rate Dwelling Units” under the Zoning Regulations.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT: 

Chapter 114, Section 114-7(F), of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by the following.

Exempt Properties.  [Amended 3-1-1993 by Ord. No. 705]

The following categories of land use within the District shall be exempt from the tax levy described in this § 114-7:

(a)
Any residential housing development subject to Section 221 (d)(3) or Section 221(d)(4) of the National Housing Act as codified in U.S.C. §17151 (1988 edition).

(b)
All residential condominium [or cooperative] units in regard to which a declaration was filed on the land records of the City of Stamford on or prior to November 25, 2005 or residential condominium units classified as “Below Market Rate Dwelling Units” under the Zoning Regulations of the City of Stamford.
(c)
All single-family or multifamily residential buildings or developments consisting of ten (10) or fewer apartments or separate housing units.

(d)
All tax-exempt property as set forth in § 114-4A above.

(2)
Except for residential condominium units in regard to which a declaration was filed on the land records of the City of Stamford on or prior to November 25, 2005 or residential condominium units classified as “Below Market Rate Dwelling Units” under the Zoning Regulations of the City of Stamford all property therein shall be included in the District.  For the purpose of the District, the property owners of tax exempt property within the District will not be eligible to vote, nor will they be subject to any District tax levies, unless the tax exempt status changes.  If the tax exempt status changes, the property shall be subject to the District tax levy in accordance with section 114-7 of this chapter, and such levy shall be prorated to cover the period from the change of the tax status to the end of the fiscal year according to state and city law pertaining to property taxes on properties that change tax-exempt status.  If the Board of Representatives approves a rebate of property taxes to a property that has become tax exempt during the year, such rebate shall also apply to District tax levies.

Notwithstanding anything set forth in this chapter to the contrary, single-family residences, [and] two (2) to ten (10) multifamily residential units and condominium units classified as “Below Market Rate Dwelling Units” under the Zoning Regulations of the City of Stamford located within the District shall:

(a)
Not be part of this chapter.

(b)
Not be subject to the tax levy.

(c)
Not have any voting rights in connection with the formation or operation of the District.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTAL

AMENDING CHAPTER 220, ARTICLE V,

ADDITIONAL VETERANS PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTIONS,

SECTION 220-13 EXEMPTION PROVIDED,

TO INCREASE THE QUALIFYING INCOME LIMIT

WHEREAS, Article V of the Code of Ordinances provides a program of tax relief to veterans who meet certain criteria; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Representatives believes that it is in the best interest of the citizens of Stamford to increase the qualifying income limit in order to provide tax relief to a greater number of veterans.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

Chapter 220, Article V, Section 220-13, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by the following.


Sec. 220-13. Exemption provided. 8.1

8.1 Amended 1-3-2003 by Ord. No. 998; 5-3-2004 by Ord. No. 1030; 3-7-2005 by Ord. No. 1045.

A. Pursuant to § 12-81f(b) of the Connecticut General Statutes, as amended, any veteran entitled to an exemption from property tax in accordance with subdivision (19) of section 12-81 of the Connecticut General Statutes, and subject to the provisions of sections 12-89, 12-90 and 12-95 of the Connecticut General Statutes, shall be entitled to an additional exemption applicable to the assessed value of property in the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.), provided that said veteran's qualifying income does not exceed the maximum limit. "Qualifying income shall mean such veteran's adjusted gross income as determined for purposes of the federal income tax, plus any other income not included in such adjusted gross income, individually, if unmarried, or jointly with spouse of married, during the calendar year ending immediately preceding the filing of a claim for any such exemption. Such qualifying income may not exceed [Fifty] Sixty-five thousand dollars ($[50,000] 65,000), if unmarried, or [Sixty] Eighty thousand dollars ($[60,000] 80,000) jointly with spouse, if married. Notwithstanding the foregoing increase in the qualifying income levels for this local-option program, the total Grand List exemption granted under this program shall not exceed five million dollars ($5,000,000.). In the event that the number and incomes of eligible applicants would exceed this limit, the Tax Assessor shall reduce the benefits proportionally. 

This ordinance shall take effect upon enactment.

AMENDING CHAPTER 13, ARTICLE I,

BUDGETARY PROCEDURES,

SECTION 13-6 APPROVAL OF MODIFICATIONS AFTER ADOPTION,

TO REQUIRE APPROVAL BY THE FULL BOARD OF REPRESENTATIVES

WHEREAS, Article I of the Code of Ordinances provides the procedure for review and approval of the Stamford Community Development Program budget; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Representatives believes that it is in the best interest of the citizens of Stamford to require the approval of the full Board of Representatives for all modifications to the budget after adoption except for transfers of one thousand dollars ($1,000) or less within any existing program.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF STAMFORD THAT:

Chapter 13, Article I, Section 13-6, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by the following.

ARTICLE I. BUDGETARY PROCEDURES 2  


Sec. 13-6. Approval of modifications after adoption.

A.   Any new proposed programs requiring funding that have not already been included in the budget, or any transfers of funds between major categories which are considered to be substantial budget amendments by HUD, or transfers of funds which substantially change the purpose, scope, location or beneficiaries of the program, shall require a public hearing and the approval of the Mayor, [and] the HCD/SS Committee and shall be approved or rejected in total by formal vote of the full Board of Representatives as prescribed by HUD.

B.   Within any major category, transfers may be made from one existing program to another existing program with the approval of the Mayor, [and] the HCD/SS Committee and shall be approved or rejected in total by formal vote of the full Board of Representatives.  However, in the event that the HCD/SS Committee and/or Board of Representatives do[es] not approve or deny a transfer request within seventy (70) days of its formal submission to the HCD/SS Committee and/or Board of Representatives, said request shall be deemed approved by the HCD/SS Committee and/or Board of Representatives in accordance with HUD regulations.

C.   Within any existing program, the scope of the program, or specific line items may be modified by the Director of Community Development with the approval of the HCD/SS Committee and shall be approved or rejected in total by formal vote of the full Board of Representatives in accordance with HUD regulations. However, in the event that the HCD/SS Committee and/or Board of Representatives do[es] not approve or deny said modification request within seventy (70) days of its formal submission to the HCD/SS Committee and/or Board of Representatives, said request shall be deemed approved by the HCD/SS Committee and/or Board of Representatives in accordance with HUD regulations.

D.   In the event that any recipient who has received HUD entitlement funds through the SCDP desires to change a program or to reallocate the HUD entitlement funds that it has received, said recipient’s request shall be approved or rejected in total by formal vote of the full Board of Representatives [must obtain written approval from the HCD/SS] prior to making said program changes or reallocation.

E.   Transfers of one thousand dollars ($1,000) or less may be made within any existing program with the approval of the Mayor. Further approvals shall not be necessary. The Board of Representatives may make future changes in the exemption limit by Resolution.  No transfer(s) may be broken up to attain the one thousand dollar ($1,000) or less threshold cited in this section.
